The study of South Asian music 
falls under the purview of ethnomusicology, whereas that of South Asian literature falls under South 
Asian studies. As a consequence of this academic separation, scholars rarely take notice of connec-
tions between South Asian song and poetry. Modernizing Composition overcomes this disciplinary 
fragmentation by examining the history of Sinhala-language song and poetry in twentieth-century Sri 
Lanka. Garrett Field describes how songwriters and poets modernized song and poetry in response to 
colonial and postcolonial formations. The story of this modernization is significant in that it shifts focus 
from India’s relationship to the West to little-studied connections between Sri Lanka and North India.

Uprooting the Pumpkin

The Cambridge History of Japanese Literature provides, for the first time, a history of Japanese 
literature with comprehensive coverage of the premodern and modern eras in a single volume. The 
book is arranged topically in a series of short, accessible chapters for easy access and reference, 
giving insight into both canonical texts and many lesser known, popular genres, from centuries-old 
folk literature to the detective fiction of modern times. The various period introductions provide an 
overview of recurrent issues that span many decades, if not centuries. The book also places Japanese 
literature in a wider East Asian tradition of Sinitic writing and provides comprehensive coverage of 
women's literature as well as new popular literary forms, including manga (comic books). An extensive 
bibliography of works in English enables readers to continue to explore this rich tradition through 
translations and secondary reading.

Story-Wallah!

This anthology consists of articles on Sri Lankan literary works written (with a few exceptions) in 
English. For the benefit of non-Sri Lankan readers, something of the necessary historical, political 
and cultural background is provided. Broadening into the field of 'cultural studies', the volume includes 
comment on films based on, or relevant to, Sri Lanka. Published over several years (the first in 1989), 
the articles reflect changes in the Island and, therefore, in the concern of its writers. Section 2, 'Related 
articles', consists of a reading of Conrad's Heart of Darkness from a Buddhist and Hindu perspective; 
an examination of the term racism, and a "meditation" on an aspect of the Sri Lankan exile experience. 
'Sketches', the last section, contains two imaginative pieces and a factual, tsunami-related, incident. 
Altogether, this anthology will be of use not only to students of the Island's English-language literature 
but also to those who have a general interest in Asia and Sri Lanka.

Shadowkraft 8

This first ever anthology of Sri Lankan and diasporic poetry features over a hundred poets writing in 
English, or translated from Tamil and Sinhala. It brings to light a long-neglected national literature, 
and reshapes our understanding of migrational poetics and the poetics of atrocity. In this anthology, 
poets long out of print appear beside exciting new talents; works written in the country converse with 
poetry from the UK, the US, Canada and Australia. Poems in traditional and in open forms, concrete 
poems, spoken word poems, and experimental post-lyric hybrids of poetry and prose, appear with an 



introduction explaining Sri Lanka's history. Sri Lanka has thrilled the foreign imagination as a land of 
infinite possibility. Portuguese, Dutch and British colonisers envisioned an island of gems and pearls, 
a stopping-point on the Silk Road; tourists today are sold a vision of golden beaches and swaying 
palm trees, delicious food and smiling locals. This favours the south of the island over the north rebuilt 
piecemeal after the end of the civil war in 2009, and erases a history of war crimes, illicit assassination 
of activists and journalists, subjugation of minorities, and a legacy of governmental corruption that has 
now led the country into economic and social crisis. Through its broad range of poets, Out of Sri Lanka 
redresses this imbalance.

Swimming in the Monsoon Sea

The threedecadelong conflict tore apart the Tamils' world in Sri Lanka. This anthology, framed by 
war, brings together poems, stories and a memoir by Tamil writers living there and in the diaspora. 
Wideranging and from recent decades, till the war's ending, these pieces have been translated with 
great skill for the first time into English. Stark, and sometimes lyrical, distilling memory, history, 
mythology and classical literary tropes, they powerfully echo the Tamils' sorrows and deep fears, their 
longings and hopes for tomorrow. Laments about youths felled by gunfire, their forced disappearances, 
the loss of family and homes, desecration of shrines, repeated displacements, becoming international 
refugees alternate with remembrance of the beauteous forests and sea, of celebrations of Tamil 
language and culture, and the compassion of women providing people succour.Accompanied by an 
introduction to set the context, this rich and moving volume reveals the spirit of a wounded island and 
brings its voices to a new audience.

The Hungry Ghosts

Focusing on ways in which cultural nationalism has influenced, this book presents an analysis of eight 
leading Sri Lankan writers: Michael Ondaatje, Romesh Gunasekera, Shyam Selvadurai, A Sivanandan, 
Jean Arasanayagam, Carl Muller, James Goonewardene, and Punyakante Wijenaike. It interrogates 
the discourses of territoriality and boundary marking.

Modernizing Composition

This comparative study, the first of its kind, discusses paradise discourse in a wide range of writing 
from Mexico, Zanzibar, and Sri Lanka, including novels by authors such as Malcolm Lowry, Leonard 
Woolf, Juan Rulfo, Wilson Harris, Abdulrazak Gurnah, and Romesh Gunesekera. Tracing dialectical 
tropes of paradise across the "long modernity" of the capitalist world-system, Deckard reads literature 
from postcolonial nations in context with colonial discourse in order to demonstrate how paradise 
begins as a topos motivating European exploration and colonization, shifts into an ideological myth 
justifying imperial exploitation, and finally becomes a literary motif used by contemporary writers to 
critique neocolonial representations and conditions in the age of globalization. Combining a range of 
critical perspectives—cultural materialist, ecocritical, and postcolonial—the volume opens up a deeper 
understanding of the relation between paradise discourse and the destructive dynamics of plantation, 
tourism, and global capital. Deckard uncovers literature from East Africa and South Asia which has 
been previously overlooked in mainstream postcolonial criticism, and gestures to how the utopian 
dimensions of the paradise myth might be reclaimed to promote cultural resistance.

Mirrored Images

“Slow violence” from climate change, toxic drift, deforestation, oil spills, and the environmental after-
math of war occurs gradually and often invisibly. Rob Nixon focuses on the inattention we have paid to 
the lethality of many environmental crises, in contrast with the sensational, spectacle-driven messaging 
that impels public activism today.
