Une première partie expose de manière détaillée l'ensemble des données de laboratoire : biochimie 
sanguine, hématologie, hormonologie, biochimie urinaire. La seconde partie aborde l'exploration 
biologique en tant que telle. Sont ainsi étudiés les produits utilisés aux fins de performances, tels 
l'érythropoïétine, l'hormone de croissance ou encore les stéroïdes anabolisants, ainsi que les con-
séquences biologiques de l'entraînement sportif.

Activité physique et sportive en périnatalité

Depuis une trentaine d’années, de nombreuses études scientifiques ont prouvé les bénéfices de 
l’activité physique pour la femme enceinte et pour l’enfant qu’elle porte. Toutefois, seule une femme 
sur cinq, environ, pratique une activité physique ou sportive (APS) durant sa grossesse. Ce constat 
s’explique par un manque d’information des professionnels de la périnatalité qui ignorent souvent 
quel type d’APS conseiller et surtout comment accompagner les parturientes dans leur pratique 
d’une activité physique. Avec quelques 740 000 naissances par an en France (2019), les besoins 
sont conséquents. Après avoir rappelé les indispensables connaissances liées à la grossesse et aux 
modifications physiologiques qu’elle génère, cet ouvrage détaille les effets pré-, per et post-partum 
des APS, et propose aux médecins et sage-femmes des outils pratiques destinés à faciliter le conseil, 
à le personnaliser en fonction du profil des femmes (débutantes à sportives de haut niveau), et à les 
accompagner pour qu’elles en tirent des bénéfices en toute sécurité. Rédigé par deux experts des 
activités physiques et sportives en périnatalité, il comportera outre des apports théoriques fondés 
sur la recherche (modifications physiologiques liées à la grossesse, bénéfices des APS pendant la 
grossesse), de nombreuses situations cliniques Cet ouvrage s’adresse aux médecins du sport, aux 
médecins généralistes, aux sages-femmes et obstétriciens, ainsi qu’aux éducateurs sportifs.

Médecine du triathlon

Le triathlon a connu depuis une vingtaine d’année un essor important tant en termes de licenciés que 
de pratiquants occasionnels. Son image s’éloigne d’un sport autrefois considéré comme « extrême », le 
triathlon devient facilement accessible. Aujourd’hui, il se conjugue de manière multiple, en compétition, 
en loisirs et même pour des raisons de santé. Cet ouvrage coordonné par Olivier Coste et Claude 
Marblé, rédigé avec des médecins et techniciens de la fédération française de triathlon (FFTRI) et 
des experts médicaux et techniques du monde du triathlon, fait le point de façon didactique sur les 
principaux pré-requis nécessaires à l’amélioration des pratiques et prescriptions. L’ouvrage détaille : le 
cadre réglementaire, le suivi médical, biologique des sportifs, la traumatologie, les pathologies induites 
par le triathlon, l’handipratique, la place du triathlon dans le courant sport-santé.

Activités physiques adaptées : prescrire le sport-santé

Avec l’explosion des pathologies chroniques liées à la sédentarité et à l’inactivité physique, l’activité 
physique adaptée (APA) à des fins de santé est désormais au coeur de l’exercice médical. Cet ouvrage 
pratique et didactique a pour objectif de donner les connaissances et outils indispensables à la mise 
en oeuvre du sport-santé. Reposant sur des études récentes, il propose des fiches synthétiques, 
utilisables rapidement par le médecin prescripteur et par le professionnel de l’activité physique (AP), 



pour définir les programmes et les séances adaptés. Il s’organise en deux grandes parties : l’AP en 
prévention primaire et l’APA en prévention secondaire et tertiaire. La première partie rappelle les bases 
fondamentales qui sous-tendent les réponses et adaptations générales de l’organisme à l’exercice 
aigu et à l’entraînement. La seconde partie traite de toutes les grandes pathologies : cardiovascu-
laires, respiratoires, métaboliques et endocriniennes, cancers, neurodégénératives, psychiatriques, 
rhumatismales et de l’appareil locomoteur. Pour chaque pathologie, toutes les clés sont données pour 
prescrire et guider concrètement le patient. Quelle activité ? Que prescrire ? Où aller ? Comment faire 
? Cet ouvrage s’adresse à tous les médecins prescripteurs, généralistes et spécialistes, comme aux 
professionnels qui mettent en oeuvre l’APA : STAPS, kinésithérapeutes, éducateurs...

La femme sportive

Cet ouvrage complet et enrichi de schémas et figures appréhende l’essentiel de la physiologie et de 
la physiopathologie de la femme sportive pour un accompagnement scientifique vers la performance. 
Il s'articule en 3 parties : - La première intègre des notions fondamentales de physiologie sportive en 
s’appuyant sur des références scientifiques nombreuses et récentes. Y sont développés les spécificités 
de morphologie, la composition corporelle, les métabolismes hydrique et énergétique, le cœur et 
l’appareil cardiovasculaire, la grossesse et la ménopause. - La deuxième partie, illustrée de cas 
concrets, décrit des mécanismes physiopathologiques fréquemment observés chez la femme sportive 
: les troubles du cycle menstruel, les problèmes pelviens, l’évolution de la densité osseuse, les troubles 
alimentaires, les anémies, le dopage, la fragilité du système ostéo-ligamentaire. - Enfin, la dernière 
partie regroupe des conseils pratiques portant sur la nutrition, la contraception et l’état de grossesse.

Médecine de l'athlétisme

L’athlétisme est un sport universel pratiqué dans tous les coins du monde, la World Athletics déclare 
plus de fédérations membres que de pays reconnus par l’ONU et il est historiquement le sport n°1 aux 
Jeux Olympiques, la pratique de l’athlétisme en France a augmenté avec pour les licenciés de la FFA 
plus de 50% en France ces vingt dernières années. Les pratiques extra-fédérales du running et du trail 
continuent aussi leurs évolutions rapides correspondant aux attentes de notre époque. L’athlétisme 
méritait un livre sur le travail et les connaissances accumulées par les professionnels de santé qui 
en sont les acteurs du quotidien auprès des athlètes ainsi que par les chercheurs passionnés par 
ce sport aux multiples disciplines. Cet ouvrage sur la médecine de l’athlétisme a pour objectif de 
permettre aux praticiens et professionnels du sport de connaître les spécificités liées à la prise en 
charge des athlètes, amateurs et professionnels, et les principales pathologies qu’ils pourront être 
amenées à rencontrer. Les cadres institutionnels et réglementaires ainsi que les acteurs médicaux 
et paramédicaux concernés sont détaillés ; sont ensuite abordés le suivi médical des sportifs, les 
différentes disciplines et leurs spécificités. Une approche pratique est privilégiée dans la rédaction de 
cet ouvrage sur les aspects organisationnels ; il intéressera à ce titre les organisateurs de courses et les 
professionnels de santé qui sécurisent les compétitions d’athlétisme. Cet ouvrage a été coordonné par 
Frédéric Depiesse et Pascal Edouard, tous les deux pratiquants et impliqués depuis de nombreuses 
années dans ce sport comme membres experts au sein de la FFA, et rédigé en concertation avec la 
Fédération Française d’Athlétisme (FFA).

Médecine du football

Sport d’équipe le plus populaire en France, le football compte plus de 4,6 millions de pratiquants, 
2 millions de licenciés et emploie 7 000 salariés et 400 000 bénévoles. Il présente de nombreux 
avantages – amélioration des capacités d’endurance, de force au niveau des membres inférieurs 
et de coordination – et participe à la prévention des maladies cardio-vasculaires, du diabète, de 
l’obésité, mais aussi de certains cancers, des maladies neuropsychiatriques. Cet ouvrage, coordonné 
par le directeur médical de la FFF, Emmanuel Orhant, a pour objectif de permettre aux praticiens 
de connaître les spécificités liées à la prise en charge des footballeurs, amateurs et professionnels, 
et les principales pathologies qu’ils pourront être amenés à rencontrer. Les cadres institutionnels 
et réglementaires sont détaillés dans un premier temps puis sont abordées, par zone anatomique, 
les pathologies liées à la pratique de ce sport, avec un focus sur les pathologies de l’enfant, ainsi 
que les pathologies traumatiques. L’épidémiologie, la physiopathologie, l’anatomie et les traitements 
spécifiques sont traités. Enfin, la place du football dans les recommandations sport-santé fait l'objet 
d’un chapitre complet et détaillé.



Médecine du ski

Cet ouvrage a pour objectif de permettre aux praticiens de connaître les spécificités de la prise en 
charge des sportifs pratiquant l’une des différentes disciplines du ski et du snowboard. Rédigé en 
étroite collaboration avec la Fédération Française de Ski, il détaille à la fois les principales pathologies 
et blessures qui résultent de la pratique de ces activités sportives et le rôle de prévention pour la 
préservation de la santé qu’elles peuvent avoir. Après une présentation de l’histoire de la pratique et 
de la Fédération, sont développés : La traumatologie fréquente dans ces pratiques : épidémiologie 
des accidents, blessures les plus fréquentes (la rupture du LCA, la commotion cérébrale, etc.) ; Les 
pathologies induites : la santé respiratoire, les blessures au dos, la douleur au membre inférieur, 
l’aspect psychiatrique ; Un chapitre dédié aux spécificités des pathologie liées au genre féminin. Des 
photographies, des tableaux et des encadrés accompagnent le propos.

Concours médical

La médecine du sport occupe une place de plus en plus importante dans le champ d’activité du 
médecin et tout particulièrement du médecin généraliste : de la prescription des activités physiques 
et sportives pour la santé au suivi d’un sportif confirmé, tout praticien est confronté aux questions 
posées par la pratique sportive de sa patientèle, quels que soient le niveau de pratique ou l’état 
de santé. Toutes les questions que peut se poser le médecin trouveront leurs réponses dans cet 
ouvrage et notamment sur la surveillance, le diagnostic, le conseil et la prescription d’activité physique. 
Il rappelle les fondements de la médecine du sport, établit les relations entre la pratique sportive et 
la physiopathologie, notamment cardio-vasculaire, passe en revue la traumatologie et les pathologies 
liées à la pratique sportive, pour finir sur les données actuelles en matière de nutrition du sportif. 
Cette sixième édition, entièrement revue et refondue, est un panorama complet de la médecine et 
de la pathologie du sport.

Les spécificités des 
différentes disciplines (route, VTT, piste, cyclo-cross, cyclisme en salle, polo-vélo, BMX Race, BMX 
Freestyle) sont détaillées, les aspects médicaux abordés avec des focus sur la traumatologie (macro 
et micro) et sa prise en charge, les pathologies particulière à la pratique du cyclisme, le suivi des 
sportifs de compétition, puis un chapitre consacré à des points détaillés sur le cyclisme intégré dans 
les recommandations sport-santé et d'activités physiques et sportives (APS). L'objectif de cet ouvrage 
est de partager la réflexion et les outils des spécialistes pour répondre aux principales interrogations 
qu'un médecin pourrait se poser dans le suivi d'un cycliste (amateur ou professionnel) ou d'une équipe.

Drogues et dépendances

En 2008, avant les Jeux Olympiques 
de Pékin, il s'était engagé haut et fort en faveur des droits de l'homme. Il avait déclenché un courant 
d'intérêt sur une question très sensible. En gagnant la médaille d'argent de la perche aux Championnats 
du monde de Berlin à l'été 2009, ROMAIN MESNIL a démontré qu'il assumait simultanément sa 
carrière d'athlète d'élite et l'expression de ses convictions.
