The Red Death

Most miniature wargames take the form of simulating a single battle with the opponents either winning 
or losing and that's that until the next game. Such games can be a fun test of tactical skill but it can be 
even more rewarding if they form part of a wider campaign.

Wargaming Campaigns

The assassination of Emperor Commodus in 192 sparked a civil war. Septimius Severus emerged 
as the eventual victor and his dynasty (the Severans) ruled until 235. He fought numerous cam-
paigns, against both internal rivals and external enemies, extending the Empire to the east (adding 
Mesopotamia), the south (in Africa) and the north (beyond Hadrian's Wall). The military aspects of his 
reign, including his reforms of the army, are the main focus of this new study.
